We suggest locating the product manufacturer website for support initially, as this will be the most relevant 

and up-to-date information, and we have listed a number of starting points based on different device 

options below.

For example, Android software on any 

Android device, is owned by Google, and comes with the Google Chrome web browser. On Apple devices, 

the software is owned by Apple, and the web browser that comes with Apple devices is the Apple web 

browser, Safari.
